Agami Student Internship Program

Summer 2011 & Winter 2011 projects

Project 1: Plan and participate in an Agami elementary school field trip to the National Museum located in central Dhaka. The participating Agami school is located in Maghbazar, Dhaka.
Field trips are a valuable way to build on classroom instructions as well as give students an opportunity to explore and learn new topics in a new environment. It is particularly important for the under-privileged students who have limited opportunity for extra-curricular learning activities. The project will include classroom sessions with the elementary school students both before and after the field trip. The intern will complete the following tasks:
· Raise funds to pay for the cost of the field trip (approximately $300)
· Prepare classroom presentation/student workshop on topics related to the field trip
· Participate in the day long field trip

Project 2: Plan and participate in an Agami elementary school field trip to the Novo theater – planetarium located in central Dhaka; http://www.novotheatre.gov.bd/. The participating Agami school is located in Agargaon, Dhaka.
Field trips are a valuable way to build on classroom instructions as well as give students an opportunity to explore and learn new topics in a new environment. It is particularly important for the under-privileged students who have limited opportunity for extra-curricular learning activities. The project will include classroom sessions with the elementary school students both before and after the field trip. The intern will complete the following tasks:

· Raise funds to pay for the cost of the field trip (approximately $300)
· Prepare classroom presentation/student workshop on topics related to the field trip

· Participate in the day long field trip

Project 3: Design and teach a short computer course to teaching staff at Agami elementary school on Webpage Development. The participating Agami school is located in Agargaon, Dhaka.
The objective of this project is to develop the computer skills of the teaching staff. This project is a follow up on past intern projects, where training was offered to the teaching staff on basic computer operation, including Microsoft office applications, video editing and photoshop. 

Project 4: Conduct an in-depth interview of a teacher or principal of an Agami school for publishing in the Agami newsletter. 
This project will provide the intern an opportunity to learn firsthand from the experience of someone directly involved in providing education to underprivileged children and then share that with the readers of Agami newsletters. The intern will work closely with the Agami newsletter team.
Project 5: Conduct teacher and student surveys and other data collection and analysis. 

This project is part of Agami’s ongoing monitoring and evaluation (M&E) program. The scope of each intern’s project will vary based on the M&E program’s requirements at the time and the intern’s expertise, interest and availability.
